The First Mass at St. Wenceslaus
June 15, 1884

        The article which appeared in the Prairie du Chien Union newspaper four days after:

EASTMAN – The  opening of the Bohemian (Catholic) church last Sunday was attended by a large crowd. The two church societies, one from Prairie du Chien and the other belonging to Eastman accompanied by a band of musicians marched from the village to the church. The little girls dressed in white presented a pleasing appearance. After mass the people repaired to  the picnic ground near the church and engaged in dancing and also (we are sorry to say) beer. Everything was as pleasant as could be expected under the circumstances.
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        The first St. Wenceslaus Church stood for 22 years, from 1884 until it burned down July 26, 1906. The rebuilt church also burned down December 25, 1917. Our current church incorporates the same stone walls as the original structure and was completed in 1918.

Our Memorial for the Unborn
        This week, our beautiful stone in memory of the unborn lives lost to miscarriages and abortions was installed in the front of our church. This memorial witnesses to the precious worth of every human person created in God’s image and calls us to protect innocent lives in our time. 

        At present, this striking, new memorial attracts our eyes. But, with the passage of time, the natural tendency will be for its familiarity to fade it into the background of our attention. Let us be resolved that at every passing of this solemn marker we would say a brief, silent prayer for the millions of little ones who have lived and died unborn and (often) unnamed.

        We will be dedicating and blessing the memorial this Wednesday at the end of our 9am  Mass with our Summer Bible Camp children. Everyone is welcome to attend this event. The grand total for this project is $1,725 and several hundred dollars have already been raised. The Life of St. Anthony of Padua
        Saint Anthony was born Fernando Martins in Lisbon, Portugal to a wealthy family in 1195 AD. By the age of fifteen he asked to be sent to an abbey in the then capital of Portugal. There he learned theology and Latin. Following his ordination to the priesthood, he was named guestmaster and was responsible for the abbey's hospitality. 
        When Franciscan friars settled a small hermitage outside the city dedicated to Saint Anthony of Egypt, Fernando felt a longing to join them. He eventually received permission to leave the abbey to join the new Franciscan Order. When he was admitted he changed his name to Anthony.

        Anthony then traveled to Morocco to spread God's truth, but he became extremely sick and was returned to Portugal to recover. The return voyage was blown off-course and the party arrived in Sicily, Italy from which they traveled to Tuscany. Anthony was assigned to a hermitage near Assisi when the local friars considered his health. As he recovered, Anthony spent his time praying and studying.

        Sometime later, Dominican friars came to visit the Franciscans and there was confusion over who would present the homily. The Dominicans were known for their preaching, thus the Franciscans assumed it was they who would provide a homilist, while the Dominicans assumed the Franciscans would provide one. It was then the head of the Franciscan hermitage asked Anthony to speak on whatever the Holy Spirit told him to speak of.        Though he tried to decline, Anthony delivered an eloquent and moving homily that impressed both groups. News of his eloquence soon reached St. Francis of Assisi. In 1224, Francis entrusted his friars' studies to him.
        Anthony had a book of psalms that contained notes and comments to help when teaching his students and he greatly valued it in a time before the printing press. Once, a novice decided to leave the hermitage and he stole Anthony's valuable book. When Anthony discovered it was missing he prayed that it would be found or returned to him. The thief did return the book and rejoined the Order as well. The book is said to be preserved today in the Franciscan friary in Bologna.

        So simple and resounding was Anthony’s teaching of the Catholic Faith, that the most unlettered and the innocent could understand his messages. It is for this reason he was declared a Doctor of the Church by Pope Pius XII in 1946.

        Once, when Anthony attempted to preach the true Gospel of the Catholic Church to heretics who would not listen to him, he went out and preached his message to the fish. (This was not, as some have tried to claim, for the instruction of the fish, but for the glory of God, the delight of the angels, and the easing of his own heart.) When critics saw the fish begin to gather, they realized they should also listen to what Anthony had to say.

        He was only 36 when he died on June 13, 1231. He was canonized less than one year afterward by Pope Gregory IX. Upon exhumation some 336 years after his death, his body was found to be corrupted, yet his tongue was totally incorrupt, so perfect were the teachings that had been formed upon it. St. Anthony is typically depicted with a book and the Infant Child Jesus and is commonly referred to today as the "finder of lost articles."
