Burial Sites: Name the Person or Place
1.  In 26th century B.C., the Pharoah Khufu was entombed within one of the Seven Wonders of 
the Ancient World, located near this city.



      Giza OR Cairo (Egypt)
2.  He was formerly buried in the tomb within the Church of the Holy Sepulchre.












Jesus Christ
3.  This mausoleum was built in the 1,600's A.D. by the emperor Shah Jahan for the tomb of his favorite wife, Mumtaz, who died giving birth to their fourteenth child.
Taj Mahal
4.  There were plans to bury George Washington in the U.S. Capitol building but instead his 
body is entombed on this estate.





Mount Vernon
5.  After the gunfight at the O.K. Corral, Billy Clanton and the McLaury brothers were buried 
on what is today called Boot Hill outside of this city.


Tombstone, (AZ)
6.  This former U.S. president and his wife Julia are entombed in New York City in North 
America's largest mausoleum.






Ulysses S. Grant
7.   Following this Russian leader's death in 1924, his preserved body was put on display in a 
Red Square mausoleum where people still continue to view it.

V.I. Lenin
8.  Eva Perón (also known as Evita) is buried in this capital city.











         Buenos Aires, (Argentina)
9.  John, Robert, and Edward Kennedy (also known as Jack, Bobby, and Ted Kennedy) are 
buried in this cemetery.





   Arlington National Cemetery
10.  He has been buried in Tennessee since 1977, outside of the second most visited house in 
America.









Elvis Presley
