· For each of these events, the place may not yet have been an official U.S. state at the time. 

1.  In 1526, the first Catholic Mass in the United States was celebrated in this state, which was 
named by the Spanish explorer Ponce de León.




Florida
2.  In 1632, King Charles I of England granted the colonial charter of this state, named after 
his wife the queen, as a refuge for Catholics.




Maryland
3.  Born in 1656, St. Kateri Tekakwitha was the daughter of a Mohawk chief, and grew up in 
this state.










New York
4.  Swallows return each spring to San Juan Capistrano, one of nine Spanish missions that St. 
Junípero Serra built between 1769 and 1782 in this state.


California
5.  The 1871 Peshtigo fire, still the most deadly forest fire in U.S. history, occurred 
almost 12 years to the day after the Virgin Mary appeared to Adele Brise urging 
repentance in this state.      







Wisconsin
6.  St. Damien of Molokai and St. Marianne Cope cared for the sick at a leper colony in this 
state during the later 1800's.







Hawaii
7.  This state, because of its Catholic roots, is the only one that has “parishes” instead of 
“counties.”










Louisiana
8.  This state's capital city means “Holy Faith” in Spanish.














New Mexico
9.  This smallest U.S. state has the highest percentage of Catholics at 42%.













          Rhode Island
10.  Though this state has the lowest percentage of Catholics at 4%, the first European to 
explore the upper portion of the river it is named after was the Jesuit missionary Fr. 
Jacques Marquette.








Mississippi
