Arbor Day
5.  May 4th is celebrated by fans of a sci-fi movie franchise as this holiday.













Star Wars Day

6.  This day commemorates the July 14th, 1789 storming of a French fortress-prison, from 


which ammunition & gunpowder were captured & 7 inmates were freed.    Bastille Day
7.  This day, October 9th, honors the first European thought to have sailed to the New World 
around 1000 A.D.








Leif Erikson Day
8.  November 11th, Veterans Day, was originally known by this name, marking the end of 
World War One's hostilities. 






Armistice Day
9. This eight-day Jewish holiday commemorates the rededication of the Second Temple in 
Jerusalem at the time of the Maccabean Revolt in the 2nd century B.C.

10.  On this day after Christmas, December 26th, British servants could expect to receive 
Christmas packages.







Boxing Day
